In 2014 mid Wipro implemented its first RPA deployment at a financial 
services client. Wipro deployed a complete automation and RPA COE, 
Process assessment and Simplification led Automation team which has 
scaled up to more than 150+ bots today. 

In late 2015, Wipro implemented its first AI deployment at a banking client. 
The bank requested a KYC POC. Wipro deployed several POCs at this time. In 
January 2016, the KYC offering was put into full production in this client and 
thereafter the KYC offering has been deployed at more than four banking 
clients globally.
